Project Information Sheet

· Journal Entry #1:  Once Moon Shadow comes to live with his father in San Francisco he faces many of the problems that the Chinese immigrants had to face when they came to America in the early 1900’s.  While Moon Shadow and his family faced many problems, there were also other problems that the immigrants had to face that are not mentioned in the book.  Research the topic before you write so that you can include problems that were not discussed in the book.  Write a paragraph about the problems that Moon Shadow and his family faced.  Then write a paragraph on other problems that the Chinese immigrants had to face during this time period, and finally write a third paragraph on your thoughts about these problems that the immigrants had to face coming to America.
· Journal Entry #2:  Each member of the company plays an important role in the novel.  In a journal entry, discuss each of the members and their role in the novel.  Be sure to include their relationship with Moon Shadow, their character description, and the important role that they played throughout the novel.   
· Journal Entry #3:  Moon Shadow came to America to be with a father that he did not even know.  In a journal entry, describe in one paragraph their relationship at the beginning of the novel.  In a second paragraph, describe how their relationship had changed at the end of the novel.  In a final paragraph, discuss your feelings as if you were Moon Shadow about moving to a different country to live with a father that you have never met.  
· Timeline: Create a timeline of the events that took place in San Francisco from the time that Moon Shadow arrived until June 1910. 
· Use either Word, Prezi, or Publisher to complete it.  Begin with the date at the beginning of the novel, March 1903.  Be sure to include historical events that took place in San Francisco along with events that took place to Moon Shadow in the story.  You must include 25 entries of significant events in Moon Shadow’s life.  For at least five of the entries include a picture to symbolize the event.  Be sure to write a sentence or two describing the event and naming the approximate time, day, stage of his life, etc.
· OR
· An icosahedrons is a twenty-sided three-dimensional figure. You will use your icosahedron to retell the plot of Dragonwings. Decide on twenty scenes from the book that will best represent the plot of the story. Beginning at the top of the icosahedron, the triangle need to be designed and ordered to tell the entire plot. The first five triangular pictures need to be drawn with a vertex of the triangle at the top of the picture. The next ten pictures need to alternate one picture with a vertex at the top of the picture and the next with a side of the triangle at the top of the picture. The last ten pictures need to be with one side of the triangle at the top. Once the pictures are formatted on Publisher, cut out the circles. Fold each circle on the triangle lines. To form the top of the icosahedron, glue the first five triangles together. Assemble the middle ten triangles alternating one triangle with the vertex at the top and then one with a side of triangle at the top. Then form the bottom by gluing the last five triangles together. Finally, glue the top to the middle then the bottom to the middle. Insert a string at the top so the icosahedron can be hung. 
· Map:  Using word, publisher, or another program, complete the map of the places that Moon Shadow visited in San Francisco.  Your map must be neatly labeled, colorful, neat, and easy to read. Be sure to include locations such as Angel Island, Chinatown, and Sacramento Street. 
· Project:   Design a travel brochure, using publisher (you can also use word, glogster, etc.), for tourist sites that could have been visited in San Francisco in the Early 1900 (1900-1950).  Your brochure needs to include written text about each site.  Pictures from the Internet should also be included.  You may also use clip art or other graphics to make the brochure attractive.  Your brochure will be graded for the advertising value, accuracy of facts, grammar and punctuation, layout attractiveness, and overall quality of design.
· History Connection:  Research Angel Island and Ellis Island.  Design and create a PowerPoint presentation or Prezi comparing the two islands. You will need to complete five slides for each island, ten total. Each slide should include information about the island including such things as number of immigrants, nationalities, procedures, rules for immigration, etc.  Each slide must also include pictures and transitions.
· Book Summary and Review - IMovie: (Individually or as a group of 2-3) Using IMovie or another program, create a video summary of your book. Be sure to include the literary elements that are used in book projects: plot, book review, characters, conflict, etc. You can recreate a scene (acting), use paper objects (Paper Slide Video), use music, etc. Be creative. Video must be at least 3 min. long.
